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This paper explores heritage interpretation issues within the contested landscape of Australia's Uluru – Kata Tjuta National Park. A key feature of this World Heritage site is the spectacular monolith Uluru that has recently become an international icon that hundreds of thousands of tourists climb each year. This is in direct conflict with the wishes of Anangu traditional owners of the area, and despite various interpretation mediums to convey these Anangu wishes to visitors to this landscape. We conclude that strategic and multi-targeted interpretation tools are needed in the landscape itself that aim to slow tourists down – or as Anangu say Tjukutjuku - go slowly slowly - so that Anangu landscape values can be regarded and understood.
