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Cipó range, Brazil, has suffered an increasing demand of tourism during the latest years. Through Lapinha, a small village on the highland of Cipó range, it is possible to get a wide vision of the tourism-related aspects in the region. We analyzed the tourism’s sustainability in Lapinha, as well as its relationship with Cipó range. We chose to follow a hologramatic approach, having Lapinha as fulcral point.    

We adopted the methodology named “Present Sociology”, by Morin. A multidimensional diagnosis of the Lapinha's reality demanded not only the characterization of local culture and natural environment, but also a return to its past, since pre-history until the region’s recent history. Such analysis allowed us to identify a concerning degree of tourism sustainability in the region and some desired actions for Lapinha was considered. We believe that we should follow, while tourists, the example from the ancient Indians living in the region. The ecotourism label does not belong to the destination itself. We should be ecotourists while undertaking any trip, to whatever destination. This attitude implies in hallowing this destination, and by acting so we can conceive that the principles of sustainability, responsibility and precaution direct our actions while ethical ecotourists.
