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This paper presents the principle outcomes of two extensive studies undertaken to investigate the responses of tourism enterprises to the emergent "green" agenda of the 1990s.  The first study was in effect an environmental audit of the tourism sector in the Lake District National Park, the findings of which whilst raising a range of issues also served to establish a broad set of benchmarks against which to measure environment performance assessment in future studies and a raft of recommendations.  It is these findings that serve as a basis for comparative analysis with the outcomes of a similar study undertaken to investigate the environment performance and thus environmental management practices of tourism enterprises in Scotland.  Through this approach, the author seeks a more interesting exploration of the main outcomes of both studies and through comparative analyses identify similarities and differences to promote debate.
